The particularly popular tank mix option (glufosinate) is currently not legal to use with Enlist
Duo. 4. How to avoid tank mix trouble with glyphosate and AMS is not all glyphosate herbicides are made the same, and for participating tank mixes, it is important. Specifically potassium salt (or K salt) glyphosate formulations such as Roundup PowerMAX appear to have some physical incompatibility with Enlist One herbicides, north Dakota State University extended weed
scientist Joe Icle said. We had salting problems when glyphosate and Enristowan K salts came into contact with each other by quickly adding them to the tank mix or by having them touch us if there was no water, Ikley explained. During the testing of the jar, heavy white residues were developed and individual crystals were formed, Ikley said. The messy mix created sludge that
could plug in the filter and impair the effectiveness of the tank mix, Ikley said. When salting out occurred, the amount of mixing could not crystallizeBack to the solution, he added. Glyphosate formulations containing DMA salts (such as Durango DMA) or IPA salts (such as abundant extras) showed no such tank mixing problems, Ikley said. A similar problem occurred when AMS
was added to the tank mix just before adding Enlist One, Ikley reported. The same chalky white mess emerged as choline salted. We tested three different approved AMS products and had the same problem, he said. Fortunately, if it takes a little time, the solution is simple. Corteva has announced an official tank mix procedure indicating that applicators need to add tank mix
ingredients , especially K salts in glyphosate and glufosinetoammonium products. For dry ingredients, it is recommended to give 5 minutes to mix and 2 minutes for liquids, Ikley said. It may seem like a long time with the rush of spring and summer spray seasons, but it saves applicators a much more time-consuming mess in their tanks, he added. See Corteva's guidelines here .

GLUFOSINATE and Participating Tank Mix: Part of the appeal of enlisted crops that know the rules is their ability to spray both glufosinate and 2,4-D-Colin post-epterjib. However, Ikley stressed that applicators need to recognize that tank mixing Enlist Duo and glufossineto is not legal. In addition, tank
mixed glufossineato and Enlist One require some adjustments due to inconsistent label restrictions. We need different spray parameters to optimize effectiveness, explains Ikely. Herbicide antagonism may be a problem, but the exact mechanism is not clear, but axin herbicides such as dikamba or 2,4-D are known to inhibit the activity of group 1 herbicides such as cretodim (Select). This could complicate the popular practice of adding group 1 herbicides to tanks to control volunteer corn in soybean fields, warned Purdue University Extension Weed
Scientist Bill Johnson. He estimates this happens in more than 50% of Indiana soybean acres each year. ScientistsAxin herbicides such as dicumba antagoning lihosate in tank mixes have also been documented, and producers need to be aware of this possibility, including herbicides, Johnson added. For group 1 herbicides, the standard first step in addressing the problem is to
raise the rate from 25 percent to 50 percent anywhere, Johnson said. Another effective but less attractive measure is to make separate trips across the field with Enlist and Group 1 herbicides, in a few days between each, he added. Supplements with crop oil in them allowed for enlist one tank mixes can also help increase the effectiveness of group 1 herbicides in tanks, Johnson
said.
