(September 2019) Neumann describes the book as an attempt to chart the archetypal stages in the development of consciousness, explaining that it is based on in-depth psychology, in particular the analytical psychology of psychiatrist Carl Jung. He discusses topics including
mythology, including the figure of Osiris, archetypes such as that of the Great Mother, the matriarch, ontogenia and phylogene, the collective unconscious, psychological process he calls centroversion, masculinity, femininity and homosexuality. He argues that Consciousness, as such, is male even in women, just as the unconscious is female in men. He
writes that male homosexuality almost always involves matriarchal psychology, where The Great Mother is not unconscious on the rise. [1] The book includes a foreword by Jung, who praises him and compares his emphasis on matriarchal symbolism and the use of the symbol of our barns with his own work. Jung credits Neumann with contributing to the
psychology of the unconscious by placing the concepts of analytical psychology on an evolutionary basis. He described Neumann as dogmatic and accused him of acting with a concept of evidence similar to that of theologians who prove points with Bible verses. The
depth of his analysis of comparative mythology is intense. In the myth of Christ you can easily see the remains of the old And there are many more connections that the reader will make. First, Neumann describes human history as initially unconscious, matriarchal, deep in contact with earth, fertility, and many of the horrors of it. People lacked consciousness,
there was no family unit, gender was not directly related to reproduction, and the gods of fertility and the earth primitively worshipped in horrific ways, including human and child sacrifices. Such were the demands of the ruthless Mother Nature, the Great Mother, the original archetype from which the rest was. Neumann goes on to explain how the rest of this -
the good mother and the bad mother, the good and bad father, the anima, me, etc. - is a very long process of human history - but it can be traced back to the way myths and religions change, how cults, stories, etc. change. , constantly fighting the seductive, but also destructive lure of the unconscious. This is the myth of dragon wrestling, the central focus of
world mythology. Now, in modern history, we are at a time when ego has stood too far and alienated the unconscious. On the theme of Heroes - Neumann describes Heroes as those rare people who heed the call of what he calls the Voice, a unique aspect of the human soul that drenses her into new and uncharted lands. The one who can do this while still
maintaining his abilities is the hero - against the madman or psychopath who falls under the spell of the unconscious completely. These are human prototypes of a new form of consciousness, which, after all, we all need to inherit (if we look at the general trend). | actually believe that this is Jesus' proposal and in the New Testament—this is the new
testament. After all, the character's knowledge spreads to everyone— either in his life or long after he's gone. In this way, it is democratized - and this includes the history of human evolution. The hero goes, ventures forward and eventually ends up as a cultural creator, the driving force behind all human innovation - his innovations become a new cultural
canon. Therefore, we are all destined to reach this more advanced consciousness mode (but | would say we are a long way off). To illustrate this idea, a great example of this is the story of the Egyptian Pharaoh or God the King. A fascinating story that Neumann describes - few people know that the reason the Egyptian pharaoh was God king is that he was
initially the only one capable of true religious experience. He developed this through his ritual dedication, thus being able to hear the Voice, the speeches of himself that appear late in the mature stage of psychological development (for a few). So he speaks to God of the people - he was the only one who could do it! Therefore, thousands of men spent their
lives erecting pyramids dedicated to his immortality - he has discovered that what is beyond the bounds of death. Only later - all Egyptians become religious in their own way. You can see this in the practice of having a surname - originally reserved for pharaoh, everyone eventually had a surname. Funeral rights also follow this trend - he initially democratized
his religious experience. There are too many things to unpack here - you need to come up with a strong Jungian toolkit for things to be achievable. Neumann sometimes repeats his point of view too much - but if you read carefully, you'll understand why and appreciate the nuances of what he's saying. Myths are hard to follow - just try to carry with it because
there are key elements in their, or key points, that he tries to highlight. His last word on mass psychosis couldn't be more appropriate. What we are experiencing right now is a lack of culture and faith, in general, in the masses. What happens when it gets caught up in is that there is no ground floor for humans - at the slightest provocation, people go back to
their basic instincts - the mythologically Great Mother, which is a truly terrifying element of humanity, this shadow country capable of our worst atrocities - but constantly knocks on the door. There's a strange lure, those basic instincts we can turn to - like a butterfly attracted to a flame. In fact, for thousands of years in human history, the goal is simply to free
itself from this terrible fascination. We see glimpses of this - nationalist movements, racism, riots, looting. The main concern here is that this could get much worse - we saw this with Nazis and other atrocities that mark the 20th century. Thus, this becomes a fundamental human issue. Forget Mars, electric cars, solar power - if we destroy ourselves, with an
ever-increasing technological and nuclear arsenal, how will we ever reach the stars? We have to somehow find a way to deal with the planet we have now. Even if we get to the stars - we risk spreading our mass psychosis there (someone ad Astra?). Healing the evils of the human soul is more important than ever, and we need a belief system that is
compatible with science and reason. Perhaps watching these old mythological stories with a new lens - that is, to see them for who they are, which is useful stories about how to live your life, not fictional tales - perhaps this will at least guide us in the right direction.
