The book about neuroanatomy through clinical practice provides a pioneering interactive approach to the teaching of neuroanatomy, using over 100 real-world clinical
practices and high-quality radiation images to have a target in life. The second edition is fully updated with the latest developments in the field and contains some interesting new examples. This approach assesses the clinical relevance of structural detail as learned, and it is allow to incorporate knowledge of hexy functional systems, as a
single lesion can affect several different neural structures and pathways. Most of the books consist of chapters describing the main neuroanatomy system. Each chapter first presents background material, including an overview of the relevant neuroanatomy structures and pathways, and a brief discussion of related clinical disorders. The
second half of each chapter is dedicated to clinical practice. The case begins with a story about how the patient developed the symptoms and what deficiencies were found in the neurotest. The Boldface type highlights important symptoms and signs. A series of questions challenge the reader to deduce the neuroanatomy location and
diagnosis of the patient's lesion. Discussions and answers are then answered, and the essay reveals the actual results. One of the book's most innovative features is the inclusion of CT and MRI scans depicting each patient's lesions. This radiography helps readers develop techniques to interpret the same kind of diagnostic images used
in clinical practice. The book is primarily for first- or second-year medical students enrolled in basic neuroanatomy, neurobiology or neuroscience courses. It is also a valuable resource for students in other health professions, including neuropsychpsych, physical therapy, occupational therapy, nursing, dentistry and speech therapy, as well
as advanced medical students and residents. Author Do Blumenfeld is a professor in the Department of Neurology, Neurobiology, and Neurosurgeology at Yale University School of Medicine. He taught neuroanatomy using an approach to neuroanatomy through clinical practice at Harvard, Yale, and Columbia Universities, where students
were greeted with very favorable feedback. He recently received the prestigious Francis Gilman Blake Award as the most outstanding teacher of medicine at Yale Medical School, the Dreyfus-Penley Epilepsy Research Award from the American Academy of Neurology. Current projects include neuro-imaging, neurophysiology and
behavioral experiments in animal models of epilepsy and apply directly to human patients. His clinical training included an intern in interns in medicine at Columbia Presbyterian Medical Center, a neurological residence at Massachusetts General Hospital, and an epilepsy fellowship at Yale University School of Medicine. He studied
bioelectic engineering at Harvard University and then earned a Ph.D. (Physiology and Cell Biophysicals) and a master's degree from Columbia University.
