colleagues established the Coalition to Stop the Madness (CSM), an ecological conservation effort involving the spread of environmental awareness at the Flock public air show, taking place in some of the world's most polluted cities. During a performance in Los Angeles, The Herd found themselves

The group decided that it was better that they canceled the show because the abilities for safety were pretty strict. By
midnight, after Max and Fang had conflict over Brigid (who appears to have taken a desire to Fang, much to Max's jealousy) Max on his own flight, only to be shot in the wing by a group of M-Geeks. He met Mr. Chu, a short Asian man who claimed to represent many of the world's richest and most

suggested that the group went to Day and Night School for the prize. Despite Max's refusal, Herd agreed to give it a try. Nudge found the school very enjoyable, much to Max. Nudge's upset decided that he wanted to stay in school, and that he wanted his wings removed so he would be normal. Soon,
Max and Fang flew out to the desert and sat by the rocks. Both of them spoke about what Nudge said, and they ended up kissing. When they arrived back at the safe house, they discovered that Dr. Martinez had been kidnapped. They went to a boot camp in Hawaii at Pearl Harbor where they surprised
their teachers and excelled at all their survival courses. Later on the night they passed on to go on a sub-expedition to find Dr. Martinez (who, based on videotapes sent to them, is believed to be held on a boat located somewhere off the coast of Hawaii in the Pacific Ocean, quite close where millions of

adventures of Max Ride and his family, called the Herd, which is a human-avian hybrid born with wings after being experimented in a laboratory called The School. The series is a reboot of James Patterson's previous novels When Wind Blows and Lake House, which is deceived to a younger audience.
The first Angels Trial Plot in the fantasy series gives an overview of the Herd: Max Ride (leader), Fang, lggy, Nudge, Gasman, and Angels, all children aged between 14 to 6 years old. They are genetically altered human-born with wings, essentially human-avian hybrids. The book mainly focuses on the

heading to Washington, D.C., where they hope to find answers They were eventually beaten by former FBI agents and put in a normal school system to live as ordinary kids. Their time is typical of teen dramas. They are then attacked by extinguishers and unknown new enemies, and must escape again
to seek safety. Max found there are self-created clones and other members of the herd, intended for the destruction of Max, Max Il, with whom he must fight or escape from. Saving the World and Other Extreme Sports Herd must save the world from the Itexicon Corporation that plans to destroy all
genetically modified holes and destroy half of the world's population. This herd is arrested and they must find a way to escape and stop the Corporation's evil plans. There is a debate among the groups to decide if they want to escape their newly discovered super-heroes like the task and are just worried
about their own needs, and other sides who feel they have a purpose helps fight evil in the world. Ultimately, this caused disagreements and the Herd boys split from the girls in their disagreements, and left without any contact. Herd's Final Warnings unite again after finding each other, and they are by
government officials to contribute their ability to help a group of scientists study the level of pollution in the oceans around Antarctica. flies from government meetings set up to decide what government officials think is best for them. mission, Max, Fang, and others discovered many other abilities, such as breathing underwater. Fang: Maximum Ride Novel Flock travels to Africa where they meet dr. Hans Gunther-Hagen, a former Itex employee, and Dylan, another human avian hybrid designed to be the perfect halfback of the other
half. Dylan joined the Herd, although they were all on beware of his motives. Max and Fang were kicked out of the group by Angel who had decided they were too focused on their personal relationship of the evil they should be fighting for. Fang left the rest of the gang and told them to move on with their lives, and he returned to Max with his original Herd. Dylan is currently under the influence of killing Fang to save Max, and the apocalypse is
close. He couldn't kill Fang, and The Herd was led by Dr. Martinez to heaven where they would be safe from the apocalypse and the Angels were there to greet them. Apocalypse has taken shape as a virus and a variety of natural disasters, and the Herd tries to survive. This was supposed to be the last
book in the series, but it was announced later that the Maximum Ride Forever would be released in 2015. Maximum Ride Forever The ninth book in the Maximum Ride series was announced for release on January 19, 2015, but subsequently had its release date changed to May 4, 2015, then revised to
May 18, 2015. Like the previous book, it was advertised as the final book in the series. The plot begins with the Herd split in this post-apocalyptic world to find survivors after the decimal of most of the population on the planet. Many loved ones have died or disappeared. Throughout the book they searched
for their loved ones and fighted a new enemy called Remedy, and his horses who had gone around the remaining Earth residents and killed mutants. In a good and nasty final battle, Max defeated Medicine and Horses, and all the survivors went into hiding. For four years, the rest of the army lived in
underground settlements as they let the nuclear winter pass. Once it was safe for them to go out, those mutants went to Peru where they settled in the ruins of Incan. The series ends with Phoenix, Max and five-year-old son Fang, starting his first flying lesson. Main Characters article: Max Ride Maximum
List of Characters Max Ride is the main title character and protagonist of the series. He grew up in the lab. He was 14 (15 in Fang, Angel, and Nevermore and 20 in Maximum Journey Forever) hybrid avian-man and leader of the Herd. He plays the mamak part of the mother or bird in this case. Her hair
colour differs throughout the book, described as dark as skydoned (MAX) and as light as a blonde (School Of Forever, Saving the World and Other Extreme Sports). She has peach skin and unlethered brown color eyes, the Angel says. Max is 5'8 and weighs 97 pounds, as described in the Final Warning.

Later, The Herd met Dylan, who, according to Dr. Hans Gunther-Hagen,
was perfecting the other half. Max taught Dylan how to fly and fight. He also saw a little jealousy from Fang. Max began to feel the attraction for Dylan when Fang set off. In the Angels, he and Dylan, an 8-month-old clone with 2% avian DNA, grow closer, confuse his feelings about Fang, who is beginning
to grow closer to Maya, whose clone Max. Max is one of the two Herd members who discovered his parents; Iggy is the other. However, she is the only one who loves her parents, as Iggy leaves after just a week or so (they want to put her in the bizarre side). He was surprised when he learned that Jeb
Batchelder (a whitecoat who helped them escape from school and then raised them and then suddenly left) was his father. Dr. Valencia Martinez is her mother. Max trusts Dr. Martinez completely but remains vigilant with Jeb. She's also close to her half-sister, Dr. Martinez's daughter, Ella, whom Max first
met while trying to save her from some bullies in the first book. Max didn't like Ari (half-brother and Jeb) until he learned that they were related, with whom he always fought, but then he joined the mini-flock created in World Rescue and other Extreme Sports for the short term (he died when his expiration
date kicked in during a big fight) time after rescuing them from School where they would be killed Fang Fang (15 in the film:Maximum journey,Fang, Angel, and Nevermore and 20 in Maximum Journey Forever) She's the second command of good friend Flock and Max (then her boyfriend). He is only four
months younger than Max. Fang is able to almost disappear with a very still and quiet stay. He is quite strongly out of the other herd, often sustaining almost lethal wounds, as in books one and two. Fang almost always wears dark clothes and always seems to sneak over Max. She has dark, blue/black
hair and eyes with olive skin. She is believed to have raven DNA because of her black wings that have a purple/blue shimmer. He has fourteen wingspan legs. In the Angels experiment, she learned that School took her after she was born. When her mother had her doctor told her that she had died. Fang
decides she didn't want to find her mother, she wasn't much older than her own age when she had her. He is quite preserved, but cares about the Herd. He is usually very silent, and seems a bit mysterious, always hiding his feelings. He ran a blog about Flock's adventures that proved useful in some
books, books, as in Out-Forever School. In the Angels Experiment, Max kissed Fang when he was injured. At School's Out-Forever, she was seen kissing Haired Red Haired Wonder, Lisa. He and Max fought about this, but after that they made it. In Saving the World and Other Extreme Sports, she kissed
Max. In Final Warning, Fang seemed like Dr. Brigid Dwyer, who worked with The Herd on their mission to Antarctica, and Max became jealous of causing tension between the two. In Saving the World And Other Extreme Sports, when Ari joined the herd, Fang decided to lead half of the Herd and left Max
with his brother's half. He then returned, reunited at the end of an epic battle consisting of an army of his blog followers, where Ari expired. Fang left the Herd again at the end of Fang because Dylan, Max was perfect the other half, and because the Angels had predicted that Fang would be the first to die;
therefore, because he knows that by dying, he will put the rest in danger, he leaves. Everyone was disappointed with this, especially Max, but he found a letter later that he wrote to him saying that if in 20 years, the world didn't get to the end of it, he would meet him on a cliff where they learned to fly like a
hawk. In the Angels, Fang became the new Herd leader (aka 'Gang Fang') which includes Ratchet, Star, Kate, Holden, and Maya (Max clones), which helped him try to stop the Doomsday Group. When he realized he couldn't stop doomsday groups himself, he listed Max's Flock's help. Max and Fang
seem to grow apart and start to love different people. Also, Fang began to have feelings for Maya, trying to replace Max. However, she later noticed that Maya was different from Max, and began to treat her differently, even in her heart, she still loved Max. After the planned D-day, Fang set off with her
flock, leaving Max and her flock in the paris ruins, finding angels (which disappeared). In Nevermore, Fang listens to 'The Voice' and returns for Max, after breaking one of his wings. She and Max grew up back together after she returned and left ‘Gang'. It takes a while, but ultimately they love each other
again. Fang managed to kill several erasers and saw Dylan kill Ari. It was afterwards, when Dylan tried to kill Fang, Max really realized he wanted to be with Fang for the rest of his life. When Doctor Martinez (Max's mother) took them and Herd to the island of heaven, she and Max resumed their previous
relationship. When he and Max fled to the perfect perch, he told him that he loved him for first, before they were hit by a tsunami. When they are both rescued, Max tells Fang that he loves her too. Fang dies on The Maximum Journey Forever, but he is revived when Dylan sacrifices himself for life and
Max is ecstatic. Fang and Max then have a baby girl named Phoenix. Iggy Iggy is 14 years old, six months younger than Max Max in Fang, the Angels, and Nevermore and 20 in the Maximum Journey Forever), and third in the Reign of the Herd. She usually satipresses, 6'0, has very pale skin, whitish-
strawberry blonde hair, very light blue eyes, and a 14-foot wing. lggy is described as very handsome, mainly for not grieving, yet charming, eyes. He was one of two flock members to meet his parents, the other was Max. The name was actually revealed as James Griffiths. When she discovered her
parents, she learned that she was kidnapped by School when she was about 4 months old. Initially, Iggy decided to leave Herd to stay with her parents, but then left when she learned that her parents didn't want her to come back and just wanted to use her to make money from her story. Due to
whitecoats' experiments to improve his night vision, Iggy is effectively blind, although she can see if her environment is white and able to identify people by feeling their fingerprints and their winged taste. who he believed to be his mother because of similarities in skin tone, but never met him because he was attacked by Ari. He was a motormouth as Max said several times in the books. The herd called her Nudge Channel because when she was awake it was all Nudge, all the time. She loves fashion,
especially about hair, clothes, and make-up. Nudge can hack into a computer with his ability to feel the emotions of waste, also called psychometrics, and he can draw metal toward him with the advenence, like a magnet. Out of the herd, Nudge the person who is the lingering normality of the life of other
children their age; at MAX, when Jeb offers the Herd to stay in school day and night, Nudge wants to stay and get his wings cut off. Thankfully, Max convinced him not to. Gasman (Gazzy) Gasman (Gazzy) is 8 years old (9 in Fang, Angel, and Nevermore and 14 in Maximum Travel with blonde hair, blue
eyes, tan/light brown wings with 10ft wings. He is the older angel's brother, and they are the only siblings associated with The Herd's blood. He has a misunderstanding and makes max fun sometimes. He and Iggy are experts in building and fixing bombs and explosives, as Max noted, You can lock
Gasman in a cellpaded with some dental floss and a bowl of Jell-O, and he'll find a way to make something explode. He also adept on other types of engineering and created, as he and Iggy once made masks for underwater use that extracted oxygen from the water so that one could breathe. It was
revealed that her parents sold both her and the Angels, her sister, to School when they were very young. Gasman's most useful capabilities are perfectly imitate any voice. Max and Fang discovered photos of Baby Gazzy when they went checking out what they thought was Gazzy and the Angels' old

He acquired the ability to hold his breath underwater and swim in deep water at pressure that
would crush ordinary humans as well as transform his appearance into a 'bird of heaven' and convert his skin and eye color; However, after the initial introduction, this power was never mentioned again, except when he was trapped under a pile of snow in the Final Warning, but the attempt was
unsuccessful. He usually mistakenly powerless and innocent, but he is really very intelligent and dangerous. His ability to control people's minds gives extreme power. In Fang, the Angels believed he was the strongest of the herd, and held the vote, temporarily kicking Max out of the group. He also has a
‘Voice' on his head, like Max, but The Herd is unaware of this. Angel described as ruthless, and unstable in Fang, and has pointed a gun at Max to make the enemy return. In Angels, he seems to have calmed down some of fang's extreme personal changes, and helped Max to compensate for his feelings
for Fang and Dylan. He seems satisfied with his role no longer bids power, but advises Max, who is still suspicious of it. In the end, he volunteered to disguise in a new evil organization (The Doomsday Group). He disappeared after he and Gazzy failed to defame the bomb, and others thought he was
dead. In fact, he is being detained at an unknown location, and continues to be told he is superior. In Nevermore, the Angels were caught by School again. After many tests, they showed the Angels video. The Angels began to cry as he realised the video was an Iggy operation that had left him
permanently blind. He watched prod scientists and cut Iggy's eyes open until whitecoat told him he would do the same operation on him. After the operation, the Angels temporarily lost its sight and nearly died in a fire until Max and Herd came to his rescue. When they fled to 'tropical paradise’, the world
was being destroyed and he admitted to max he was The Voice, and he has been for years. In the Max Journey Forever, the Angels, initially interrupted by Max but eventually called him a small prophet, led the army that survived and mutants against the Drug after being shown sight on the apocalypse of
the induced drug. Dylan Dylan is an avian-man fabric who joins the Herd in Fang. He was said to be the perfect half of the other half, causing Max to refer to him as Mr. Perfect, although Max and Fang were quite in love when they met. She is six feet two inches tall with 15ft wings and brown wings, and is
usually described as handsome, with dark blonde hair and turquoise eyes, and is said to have a beautiful singing voice. He was in love with Max, but he was programmed by scientists to feel that way. Because of this, he and Fang did not see points until the end of Nevermore. He was also made in a lab,
created from the clone of a boy who had died in a car accident in a Canadian country. and putting pressure on him. In addition, he has excellent vision and appellant. At the Angels, Max found a new accolade for Dylan, and the romance sparked, although Max was usually confused and therefore hard. Since the meteor was coming to demolish the planet, Dylan went to the herd's mutant hybrid kids into employed caves. In the end, Dylan helped pull The Max out of the water
after the apocalypse. In The Maximum Journey Forever, Dylan seemed to be killed but in reality was abducted by Medics and turned into a Horseman. However, she realized that the transformation was unsuccessful because she still had free will; when assigned to kill the herd, rather than do so, he
falsely deaths them so no other Horseman will be sent to actually kill them. Ultimately, Dylan gave up but indeed accepted that Max would always love Fang and he couldn't be with him. He decided to sacrifice himself to bring Fang back to life to make Max happy. Phoenix Phoenix is the daughter of Fang
and Max, pregnant and born in the ninth book, Max Ride Forever. Phoenix has black hair and Fang wings and Max brown eyes, although his wings are more blue-ish and his eyes are lightweight. The series ends with Phoenix receiving its first flying lesson. Total Total is a black Scottie whose Angels
saved from the Institute at the end of the Angels Experiment. She is pictured having the characteristics of Scottish terrorism. When Total was rescued from the Institute, he was described as looking similar to Toto from the Oz Wizards, which would make him Cairn's violence. Total Character was not fully
developed until School Came Out Forever, when it was found that she had the ability to speak. He was often funny and dramatic, explained when he got shot in the tail and didn't hurt largely, but still exaggerated the injury. Despite his dramatic nature, he can become mature when he wants to be and will
not tolerate being treated like a regular dog- even going as far as eating at a table with the rest of the herd. It was discovered Total thinks Tricia Helfer is hot in the Angels
when they will go to in San Diego. He is known as a cultural fan, including theatre and cuisine. He has the ability to jump to great heights, and eventually grows his own little wing. Amounts are very loyal to the Angels because he is the one who finds him in an underground lab in the N.Y.C. Akila Akila is an
80-pound Alas Malamute without without power meets Total in Antarctica in Final Warning and becomes Total's wife at the end of Fang. He belongs to Dr. Papa, one of the scientists on the boat that flocked it to Antarctica. Akila was killed by Cryenas in the final book in the series, The Maximum Journey
Forever. Dr. Jeb Batchelder Jebediah Batchelder is a scientist, and part of the ('School’) group experimenting on Max and the rest of the herd. He is 73 in the series, but that is not confirmed by any character. He used to work at the School where Kawanan was experimented, but felt compassion for them
and then broke them down and let them stay with him. He lived with the Herd deep in the mountains for four years, where he taught them basic living skills and how to fight so they could defend themselves. Max referred to Jeb as the closest thing he ever had a father, even then his feelings for him to mix.
Jeb then disappeared, leaving the Herd purely to be alone to be alone. Herd thought Jeb was dead, but he reappeared later in the first book. In the Angels Experiment, the herd discovered Jeb back at School when they were recaptured. This initially led The Herd to believe that she was a traitor, but she
then returned to the Herd and helped them on many occasions. Jeb was the father of Ari and Max. Max did not trust him after discovering his identity. Jeb was shot in the sixth book, but he was shown to make a steady recovery. Although Jeb and Dr. Martinez are Max's biennal parents, there is only a
professional relationship between them. Max trusts Dr. Martinez, but is usually wary of Jeb. Jeb donates his chromosomes, matched by Dr. Martinez to create Max. In the Angels, Jeb tells Max he needs to breed with Dylan after the world ends, and then disappears with Max's mother. Once Max thinks Jeb
is The Voice in his head, but in The Final Warning, he reveals he can do a voice, but not a voice, confusing Max. Throughout the entire series, Max's feelings to the Jeb clashed, starting from family love to ultimate hatred. This feeling was eventually challenged on the Maximum Journey Indefinitely when
Max encountered Jeb helping Medics in Himmel. When realizing his part in destroying the world, Max began to stir himself but could not bring himself to kill him; After letting him down, Jeb tazes him and threatens to inject him with an upgrading serum, but he was killed by the Fang gang who came to his

DNA wolves turned Ari into a super-eraser, although he was always partially morphed. Ari returned to life and drifted off with wings according to saving the World And Other Extreme
Sports. According to the Angels, Ari was loved and hated Max at the same time. In Saving the World And Other Extreme Sports, Max and Fang got into fights because after Ari broke them out of School, Max was convinced that he was no longer evil. Herd split: Max, Nudge, Angels, Total, and Ari go to
Europe, while Fang, Iggy, and Gazzy go to Hollywood. Max and the gang went to Itex headquarters in Germany, where there was a super mutant named Omega. Ari tried to help Max fight him, but then his expiration date began and he suddenly died in Max's arm, only staying until he was seven years old.
As his father created another clone he was, Ari was back in Nevermore, showing off with another Eraser with the aim of taking on Gang Fang. Several times he tried to kill Fang, but Eventually he was killed for good. Dr. Hans Gunther-Hagen Gunther-Hagen was a herd scientist meeting in Fang, where he
introduced Dylan to the entire Flock. He was the main antagonist in both Fangs, Angels, and then The Maximum Journey For All time, always always Max that he needs to join his energy to save the world. He created a lot of tension in the Herd. Max always makes fun of his name, calling him things like
Dr. G-H, Dr. Haagen-Dazs, Dr. Lord, Dr. Disaster, etc. He created Dylan, wrote a book, and made a surprise suggestion that Max and Dylan should come to stay with him to Germany to breed (have children) or create the beginning of the Max. dynasty he also has some special abilities such as healing
immediately from disease and regenerate minor clusters, such as fingers. He was Dylan's keeper until Dylan joined The Herd. On His Maximum Journey Indefinitely, he was known as Medicine and built a large underground shelter in Russia known as Himmel. He developed a serum known as upgrading
that turned its subjects into Horsemen, genetically improving them, making them stronger and improving their senses but eliminating their freer hospitality. He allowed meteors to attack the earth in Nevermore and kill millions of people in an attempt to disinfect genetics to fill the earth with his genetic
creation perfectly. He used his Horsemen to kill the inferrentic mutants surviving on earth, including the herd. In Saving the World And Other Extreme Sports, Max went to Dr. Martinez to have the microchep removed, where he was placed under Valium's influence for the first time and admitted his feelings to Fang. Max then loses his arm
use. Dr. Martinez was a powerful woman who went to great lengths to help Max. It was later revealed that it was her the one who donated the egg that created The Max, making her Mother Max. He also has a pet dog named Magnolia. In The Final Warning, Herd was given the opportunity to go to
Antarctica to help a group of scientists trying to save the world as well. In the following book, Max, Dr. Martinez held hostages on the submarine, leading to rescue missions by the Herd and some of the good scientists they had in Antarctica. Max trusts Dr. Martinez and trusts his judgment, which allows
him to understand some of the things he is blind to. We later learned that Dr. Valencia Martinez worked with a white coat, and a Gunther-Hagen doctor in nevermore's book. When Fang returned after his departure from Colorado, forming the Fang gang, betrayed by Kate and Star, Star, again, and struck
