He wrote a suicide note and left him in his jacket on the beach. But curious for sure, he checked his score. Not only did he pass, but with second-class honours. In his excitement,
he jumped into the river. The corpse and her suicide note were discovered the next day. Such perfection: A story about a sculptural that ended the statue after five years of childercy. It is a statue of the god of the Nataraja, and everyone insists his form is perfect; so perfect that if people see it, god's glory will eat it. The priest asked the sculpment to break his
small department so it would be safe to see, but the sculpner would not do it. The imam refused to deliver it at the temple. The sculpner turned his house into a temple to be concluded there.
