Later, he took a
position from a curator of the Museum in Bergen, Norway. With the help of a bunsow, a samil magnate, Adolf Appellöf founded the Klubban Biological Workstation of the University of Uppsala. This institute specializes in the study of marine biology and was located on the west coast of Sweden. He was member of both the Royal Swedish Academy and the Royal Society of
Sciences in Upstate. Armand Leanne (1968-present) He is an Australian marine scientist, who is an expert in the field of diatom and their distribution in the South Sea. National University and University of Bo boolena, France. He went on to pursue post-doctoral research on the dynamics of sea ice with regards to those in the Southern Ocean. His research has provided valuable data and insight as to how seas help drive the circulation of the ocean. Henry Bigelow (1879-1967) He was an American oceanographer and marine biologist, who worked famous ichthyologist Alexander Agassiz, after graduating from Harvard. later
he worked at the Museum of Comparative Zoology in 1905 and joined Harvard's faculty in 1906. He helped found the Woods Institution's Hole Oceanographic in 1930. During his life, he published over a hundred research papers along with several scientific books. He was a world-renowned expert on trail and elasmobranch. His research and publication, earned him Daniel Giraud
Elliot Medal from the National Academy of Sciences, in 1948. His book, Fish Golf Club in Maine, is still used by students as an exact reference. 26 species and 2 genera in organisms were named after him, to honor his contribution in the field of marine biology. Eugenie Clark (1922-2015) He was an American ishologist, famous for his research on poisonous fish and sharks. It is
sometimes referred to as Lady Shark's. He carried out his graduate studies regarding population fish, the Scripps Institute for Oceanography of La Jolla, at the American Museum of Natural History in New York, in the Marine Laboratory of Biodiversity in the Woods of Hole, Massachusetts, and in Marine Lerner Laboratories in Bimini. His research formed the subject in his first
book, titled Lady With a Kirchner. For his doctorate science, he studied the reproduction of play and fish swords. Later, he touched off a Fullbright Scholarship, allowing him to carry out chthyological research at the Marine Biological Station in Hurghada, Egypt. It helped found the former Cape Marine Laboratory, now known as Marine Motors Laboratory in Sarasota, Florida. He was
awarded the Medal of Excellence by the American Society of Oceanographers, in 1994. He was honored by several species of fish named after him. Paul Dayton (1941-present) He is an oceanographer and marine biologist, who is well known for his research on kelp forest ecology. He is the only person
who was awarded the George Mercer Award (1974) The Award of W.S. Cooper (2000) is from the Ecological Society of America. it has also documented various environmental problems such as the detrimental effects on the environment of overfishing, the El Niño phenomenon and its effects on cotton ecology, etc. He has published several articles in the premier journal Scientific,
Science. His papers are, too, some of the most cited ecological references. Hans Hass (1919-2013) He was a biologist and a pioneer in the field of diving and underwater films.
