months, but right now they are on lockdown down and I haven't spoken to him in 11 days. I'm going crazy. We text every day and now nothing. It was as if someone had ripped out my heart and left me empty and helpless. We had disagreements when the text messages stopped and no one can tell me if it's all right or not. There are times when I know he's
okay, but there are times when I cry uncontrollably and I can't function. I didn't realize how much I really loved him until I could hear from him. So thank you for that. Now I cling to everything that keeps me from crying and feeling like the world is ending. I needed it. It's a beautiful poem. I've been in love with my mistake, as I call it, for 5 years. He's in the cell.
Alabama. I have never visited or touched it before in my life. But we are so close in the heart and soul. I can't find the right words to express my deep feelings for him. I thank you for all your kind words and hope of hope only good results! Keep your head down because when it's true love you feel it's always worth the wait. And I found the most beautiful man
in the world. If she was only 15 at 08, I wonder if they're still together? Did he come out? Was that the story of the book ending or was it still locked up and it was with someone else but happy? Where are they now? I am 15 years older than my fiance, who is serving time in a county jail in Washington state awaiting arraignment in January on charges of a
Class A crime for a crime for which he was falsely charged. A judge revoked the bond, arguing that he risked flying because he is in Washington state and his home is here on the East Coast. If convicted, he could make 5 1/2 years to 26 years, depending on the outcome. I miss him more than I could ever explain. I will stand beside him through it no matter
what, I always am and always will be. remain true, do not cheat and never seek comfort in another person. I'll wait for it until the end of time. I pray every day that everything will be fine and that he will come out in January, according to his lawyer. These stories and poems make me realize that I am not alone. God bless the men inside and their ride or die
women here holding it for them. Watch this video, Lyfe Jennings - Must Be Good. Watch it on YouTube. The song hits home and has the truth for all of us! On February 12, 2015, my man left the RTP program in Washington County. He's in Laurel Highlands prison now. I didn't know what to do. At first I was so angry, hurt, lost, heart broken. It seemed that my
world fell apart for a long time. He was the one who always picked me up when I was downstairs. He was my drug; he numbed everything to me. How he did it, I have no idea. Now that he's gone, I feel everything, and let me tell you, it sucks. One day I'll be happy, and the next one I'll cry. I have a boy and a girl with him. Some days I don't know how they do
it. They are 8 and 11 years old. They tell me all the time that they miss my father. It will be the second Christmas he has missed. We're waiting to hear if he gets parole or not. If he doesn't, I'm not what I'm going to say to the kids, and it sucks because I went through the same thing with my dad when I was there, so I know how they feel. For any women who
say they can't do it, watch and pray. You'll find peace. Prepare your head. My boyfriend of a year and a half is in prison right and has only been there for a few weeks, but he hasn't been out for a very long time: 3-10 years. We'll find out in February how long it's going to be. I miss him like crazy, wanting him to lie in bed with me, lying on his chest, we play a
game together, laughing, fussing. I miss everything. I hope I'm strong enough to make up until the end, but right now I don't know. My boyfriend's in jail right now. He's been looking at doing some time. Not a day goes by that I don't miss him. It feels strange not to lay on his arms at night. It's weird to have an empty house. I am also 8 1/2 months pregnant, so
I will have my baby soon. It hurts to know that he won't be holding my hand. I'm very excited. I'm trying to put everything together for our baby son Domonic, but it's not easy to do when I can barely lift things because there is too much weight. I miss my boyfriend so much, but I think it's the best thing for him. Not that I don't cry every day because I do. It
breaks my heart more and more every day. I write to him every day. I don't like being around people because I'm very emotional. Lady, just be strong!! I wanted to cry when I read this. I didn't realize how often I do it, even during the day. This one touched my heart. My husband has been in prison for 3 years. It's got 7 years and there are days when I feel like
I'm going to just take a break, days when I feel like I'm not strong enough to go on, but I come here and read. These poems give me hope, I know that I am not alone, and for that I am sincerely grateful. I dream of my man and our children sharing love and laughter. He is such an amazing, charismatic father and a supportive, protective lover. I think it's what it's
like for him all the time. Cold hard steal and concrete is all that surrounds him. He has no one to hug for comfort, and he can not show his emotions. He feels like he's lost everything. I was raising two children, one was 16 months old and the other was only four weeks old when he was jailed. My kids help me get through my days, although it's a lot of work and
takes even more patience. I try to make the most of it. You need a good woman and a man to maintain a strong relationship. The person in prison believes they have lost you or will lose you. Reassurance that you want them and only theirs is important. Every day is difficult. I just want the best for my children so they can live a happy, healthy and loving life.
I'm just missing one thing. their daddy!! I love him with all my heart and plan to spend the rest of my life with him. We all really have to start dating the better guys I've had to scroll down so far to comment on this. A lovely poem, try to get it published. My fiance is in prison at Fountain Correctional Facility. I haven't had a visit with him for 2 months. I miss him
so much. I always check the poems on this site because it helps me read them too. WOW - I love checking on this poem from time to time to see the comments - I wrote it so long ago, but the feelings remain fresh so we never forget the feeling of missing each other. We were married for six years in August this year -- he hasn't been in a bit of trouble since
he was released - life is good - we have our and fall -- but I love it more today than I did the day I wrote this poem - I hope you are all happy ending and your men/women appreciate you for love and expectation :-) Sooo Sooo The groom is back at the probation center. He paints pictures to make money. He'll send me a picture once a week. I got one with this
poem on it. Now that he's gone a second time, it's much harder. But I know they can't hold him forever. My boyfriend is currently waiting for how long he will do in prison. He is currently on parole and if he returns will either do 120 or 2-4 years. I miss him so much and he will always be my other half. I'm going for a ride on this with him. On November 5, 2013,
it seemed like my whole world was falling apart. My best friend was taken away and sent to prison. He was sentenced to 38 months for something so stupid, drunken mistake. I've been asking myself every day for the last 11 months, why? But I will never get an answer as to why he would want to hurt and leave someone he claims to love so much. I'm so
annoyed because every second of every day I'm being punished for this stupid mistake he made. What did I do to deserve this? I'm a 20-year-old girl who just wants to be happy, but I'll never be happy until he's home with me where he belongs. This poem explains exactly how I feel. It's hard to be in love with someone who got sent off, but I'm lucky to have it
close to home and not that far away!! Such a good poem and so nice to see stories reassuring me that I am not the only one. It's so hard. My fiancee has been in prison for 4 years with a chance of parole after 15 months and it was only 2 days... I find it tough and missing it like crazy. I know it's not as long as most of you have to wait, but it still hurts and I
worry about it more than anything. I love it so much and never dreamed of leaving, but I just need help coping with it:( ugh, this poem really touched my heart. My first love was sentenced to life in prison, without the possibility of parole. It's been lonnnng 11 years, my heart aches for him all the time. I can say that I have moved on as I am married with 3
beautiful children, but I will always have them that if, and my heart just feels like a little piece of it is missing. I will never know what could or would have happened to us. and it breaks me apart, just the thought of it. Almost two years ago I fell in love with a great guy, he turned my world upside down after the death of my father, made me come to life again ...
His past caught up with him and makes a little time and our heart has to be a part right now and it's the worst feeling in the world to be in love and have to be a part of it. I write him 2-4 letters or cards a week to keep his mood and smile on his face he calls to tell me that he loves me as much as he can. It was hell, but its made us stronger and knowing that we
can do something as long as we do with each other. We, he comes home, we will build our relationship even more until we hear wedding bells and baby cries ... Keep your chin up the ladies stay strong, everything will work great my boyfriend in prison. It was exactly how I feel! I love him so much that he has three months to two years left. Really pray he has
only 3 months. My fiance has been in prison for almost 10 months on the 26th. We had a boy a month before he went to prison and he passed away and it just really hurt him. I miss him so much. I pray that he will soon be at home with me so that we can start our lives together. Thank you for describing the beautiful game. My fiance is in prison for another
six out of 10 years in prison. You hit everything about that except this type of relationship on the nose. And you reminded me that I'm not the only crazy here loving someone worth waiting for and dreaming about!! My friend and I would have been together for almost 10 months. Not a day goes by that I don't think about him and all the memories we shared. I'll
always wait for him because he'll always have my heart. He still does. I'm sorry to hear about all your stories, just stay strong ladies. To live a life day by day and not take anything for granted. Soon a day is for those of you who are waiting to crash into his arms again. I came across this poem in search of support. The man I love is also in prison. He was gone
for three months. And still 3 years to go. This poem is perfect, I dream of it all the time and I miss it so much!! Thanks to everyone who is also waiting for this helps to know that I am not alone. Everyone thinks I'm crazy for waiting... I'm so sorry, God bless you and your boyfriend. He may have done some wrong things, but everyone makes mistakes and it
sounds like you two love each other very much and that's what matters. I fell in love with this boy, and last February he just disappeared from school. I found out last week that it was because he was locked up. I was never near him, I just loved it and I was so upset when I found out. I can't imagine what it's like to be for you. God is with him though. My fiance
in the Reentry program for 90 days I haven't spoken to him in almost a week. It's really hard not to know what's going on especially at 5 months pregnant and not knowing if it will be there to see our baby born I really enjoyed this poem and I thank you who wrote it. Once again, absolutely loved the poem. And congratulations for getting your man home! My
love has been for 2 years and is serving a 20-year sentence. All we can do is take it day by day. And whatever you girls/guys with loved ones in custody, you're never alone. I love it it made me cry. My boyfriend is almost 3 years in prison. We are young, but our love is so strong, and I send him this poem. My boyfriend was recently in prison, and it was very
hard for me. I tried to help his family, too. He looks up to 2-3 years old and I miss him so much already. Already have. glad there are other people who understand what it is like. I like to talk about it with people who don't criticize that people can be in love with someone who is in prison... But you can... God bless everyone who has to go through this and just
keep your head up Please join the support!!!!:) My man is in prison too and I need thank you support! My child had an old case that finally went to court and he had to go do some time. The thing is, he told me all about it when we first started talking. Then I told him something about me, and we both accepted each other as they were. We love each other very
much. My two youngest children support us in this and love it. My eldest daughter, who has grown up, also understands and is okay with us to marry. We are Christians and we thank God for each other. I just wanted to say how much your poem means to me, I wrote it and sent it to my BF in prison I edited the last part after I'm not sure when I put there will be
no need to pretend when I have you on hand again :) This poem sums up everything! My boyfriend has been locked up for a year and a half and still has 5 months to go. He's trying to get parole, but nothing yet. I just want him to know that I love him more than words can explain, and I'm here for him no matter what. Stay strong ladies! Our people will be
home soon. Take care. This poem was really good made me cry because its exactly the way I feel and looks like I am not the only one sharing this pain especially since my friend and I had to marry a week after his arrest. I would love to be in this special place, but in the end I'll still be here waiting like everyone else for his freedom and the time when we can
be together again OMG I was just here looking for a poem to send my b/f to prison and this one come up, this is one of the best poems I've ever read and I can't wait to send it to him. I don't write poetry very well myself. I really miss him like crazy and every time I go to visit, I just want to bust down the glass so I can touch it and we all know that's not going to
happen. I just love and miss him so much and this poem was so perfect that I wanted to send it!!! My Fiance was arrested two months ago! There are no words to describe how much I miss him... I found this poem and everything in it is how I feel. This is my second time to go through this. The first time it was locked it was for 3 years now I'm not sure how
long it will be. I told him I'd wait for him for how long he wouldn't be! People think I'm crazy, what I'm waiting for ... but what many people don't realize is if you love someone you'll be there for them no matter what they did! He has and always will have my heart! I love him so much and can't wait to see him tomorrow!!! I love this poem, it's great. Great. the
poem is exactly how I feel. I'm 18 years old and my boyfriend is locked up, and it's very hard for me to be away from him. He's been doing 7 years and its only four days since he was locked up I'm four months pregnant and I'm due in September. He won't be home for the birth of his child. I'm scared, and I feel so lonely. But reading this poem made me feel
like there were other people going through the same thing. Thank you so much for writing this story it has affected many people. (thank you) Susan for her help. Hell, Susan, I'd write that. haha I love it and I will go it with my love. Recognizing you for speaking to my heart. Thank you, I love the poem, its perfect. Thank you. My BF has been in jail for two
months now we hope he will be after 10. After reading all the posts I don't feel so lonely, I sat here in tears, but actually feel that we too can get stronger from this, and it helped us to get much closer. Stand next to your man and keep your chin up. They will be coming back to us eventfully love to all of you Thank you for posting this. No one knows or
understands the true love for a loved one who is in prison the way the partners of prisoners do. My own is there for the next 7 months (not nearly as long as the rest of you) and my heart goes out at all. Be strong, stay close to her. They need us just to get through the day. Loved the poem and I am very happy to hear that you are happily with honey (author of
the poem) ladies it sucks to have a loved one in prison. Just be there to support and love their best thing we can do. Stay strong I can relate to a lot of messages of my pain so much I don't even have words to express my sadness, anger and even joy sometimes. I just sent this poem to my guy in prison, he'll love it, its so beautiful. My daughter's boyfriend
and the father of her five-month-old girl was in jail in Marion County, MS for three months, waiting to be transferred to a state prison to complete a five-year sentence. Since MS does not recognize the Bill of Rights of our Constitution in full, he was sentenced as a violent ordinary criminal, even through Florida public records clearly show that his arrest record
did not meet the usual requirements of the MS offender. But that means he'll have to serve five years in the worst conditions. The morale here is not getting arrested in Mississippi. But, I found this poem in search of one to send my son. I sent it to my daughter, who has been struggling with depression since Chad left. It really touched her - Thank you for this
precious gift. Me and my best friend fell in love some time ago. He's my life. We started about five months ago and a day or two after meeting me I found out that he was going to prison for up to five years. The stress of knowing he was leaving did I like to snap at each other and I regret it with everything I have. He left a week ago, and the first week tore me
apart. I don't know what I'm going to do without him for the next two years and seven months. I told him I'd wait for him because I love him and he feels the same way. I rarely see him. And when I do it only for an hour every couple of weeks and that time flies way to fast. I hate it, but what I realized is the more we all stress about our loved ones who have
gone the more miserable it makes us. Be strong for you and them and keep your promise if you say you will wait because that is what keeps them going. My boyfriend was in the county jail for one month. He has not yet been convicted and it is very stressful to imagine what could happen and how long I would have to wait. I am relieved not to be alone in this
endeavor. Honestly, I've felt very alone so far because my family and even his family don't agree with my expectation of it. What I do know is that no one knows what our relationship is except for him and me. No one can judge him because they don't really know him and their opinion doesn't matter. Also, if your family and friends love you, they will support
you no matter what. My boyfriend has my support and love, no matter what he did or how his actions will affect our lives. All I can advise is to decide if it feels good and if so, hang in there. Time does fly by if you take it a day at a time. My biggest disappointment is not knowing how long his sentence will be. Wow just read this poem and I either didn't realize
that I wasn't the only one out there living this life with my husband in prison, this is the second time for him. Now he's gone for another four years and five more to go! I raised all five of my kids and four of it pretty much on their own now they've all grown up and are there on their own and now going through it's hard again and yes, you have to be strong and
it's hard, but when I've also read this poem it's just how I feel along with any other family going through it's hard, that's exactly what it is. but I'm going to write this poem as well and thank you. a lot, but I know I went straight to my heart ! My boyfriend has been in prison since 2005 sentenced to 20 years. He is due to be released on parole in November 2012.
we have a 7 year old daughter who has never seen her father since he was arrested when she was 1 month and 27 days old. It was the hardest time for me as I have to stay strong for him and my daughter, coming up with stories to tell her when she keeps asking why he comes to her. I can't bring myself to tell her where he is. I'll meet him at least once a
month and talk to him every day. He talks to his daughter at least once a week like this for him, since he could not touch her and hold her. I love him and I can't wait for the day when we're three to be reunited and be able to continue our lives. Thanks for giving me something else to hold on to and share with it. Wow - I wrote this poem almost 4 years ago and
can't believe the answer it still gets! Now I've been married to the inspiration of this poem for over 3 years - and I know all the circumstances are different, and being with someone in prison doesn't always turn out to be worth it - but I believe that those of you going through it know in your hearts if the pain and expectation will be worth it. I am so grateful that
my man is home and I will never forget what time apart and what it felt like - I also know because of this test of our love - I can safely say that I would have waited for it no matter how long it took. Remember - your visits, phone calls, letters, postcards, poems - anything you can do means 1,000 times more for him/her while they're there - so if you really feel
they're worth it - keep it going and never let them doubt your love. What an upy poem! My boyfriend of six years was in prison for 4 months, and since then I've visited him twice a month. We have a 1-year-old son. It was hard when I first discovered that he would be in jail for 10 months, but now I'm trying to be strong, and yes, I decided to wait for him
because we were to get married by now, but he keeps telling me what we will be when he comes back. And last... I found out I was a month pregnant a month later he went to jail, he knows, and he's excited about it, and so am I. That's what makes me even stronger. I wish you all the best. I'm only 16 and my boyfriend went to prison not long ago and I didn't
see him in a while and I'm going crazy with him and this poem just explained my feelings. Wow it's all crazy stories... my boyfriend has been in jail for two months and I miss him more than I ever thought I would. It could be until January or it could be as long as August. Worst of all, he's accused of something he didn't even do. I talk to him for 20 minutes a few
times a day and see him once a week behind the glass for 20 minutes. I hate seeing him behind the glass. They treat him like an animal. They don't care about anyone there, especially their family and friends. It's so hard to imagine my life completely without him. All my friends and family say I need to move on, but I never will. We'll get married when he
comes out, and we'll have a family. My life wouldn't be right if I didn't have one. I will definitely send him this poem, it will make him feel a little better about this horrible situation we are in. has been locked up for 9 years and has a current release date of 2023. I Am I be by his side right now and have not been able to visit for almost 6 months. He was my high
school sweetheart and we have 5 amazing kids together, the last one born 2 weeks after imprisonment. I take a life day in and day out and would not have made it this far without the grace of God! Every day is difficult especially holidays. They just sneak up and squeeze your guts because I miss him so much. Over the years I have seen beautiful poems
written and sent, it is already close to the top!!! Thanks for putting it here it helps to express the feeling of current for him from time to time I can't breathe. Over time, it didn't get any easier. And I never think it will. Thanks again, you angel can God bless you and keep you always! My boyfriend was taken to jail yesterday for trying to get his warrant, but the
guards took him before he saw the judge. He tried to do good, and he gets punished. Now he's facing a new charge, and I won't see him until at least Tuesday :( I'll send it to him. He's the most important part of my life. I plan to marry him. We both hope he comes out on Tuesday. I miss my boyfriend so badly, he's been in jail for almost three weeks and
we're just waiting for court day to know what's going to happen to him. so help God!!! I feel so lonely without him, I think of him all the time, his smell of him touching his kisses, I sent him a letter with this poem in it and he loved it!! Thank you so much, this is exactly what I'm going through right now... My husband and I have been together for 5 years and have
a beautiful 3 year old daughter who is without a father. He was arrested on 6 January 2010. He will be released in October 2013. Last week marked the year of his life in state prison. It was the hardest challenge of my life. I look at my daughter and feel only sadness because she grows up without a father. She was only 16 months old when he left us. and
unfortunately last week we celebrated another of her birthdays without him. I made the decision to continue my daily life, working full time, and being a mom and dad for our baby. It's so sad, but I do it and do it with a smile on my face, even if it's fake. I love it, and believe it or not, but I still plan every detail of our wedding where we left off before then. We'll
make it, I'm sure. Omg! this is by far the best poem I've read for women with a friend/bride/husband in prison, and it also helps to know that I'm not the only one going the same. My friend was locked up for that for 18 months and suppose to go out on December 2. It was about 300 miles away and I couldn't see it, but now it's been moved closer to home, so
now I'll get to see it for 2 hours a week. This poem says everything I've tried to say for a few so just wanted to say thank you to the poet for writing this so I can tell him what I wanted to say! Stay strong out there ladies who are going through the same thing either it will break your relationship or do it! Luckily he made ours! My fiance has been in the county jail
for 8 1/2 weeks and another week he will be out! I've never been with anyone that's been in jail and it's been the hardest week ever, I miss it so much hurt. You ladies are strong enough to wait for them for years, hope you stay strong, and someday you'll get your love back forever just remember: Missing someone gets easier every day because even if you're
one day farther away from the last time you've seen them, you're one day closer to the next time you'll be. It's so simple and so cool. My husband is in federal prison and sometimes I forget how many others feel the same as me. My boyfriend has been in prison almost 4 years already, he just got 25 to life. He was just sent to Pelican Bay on June 6. That was
the hardest part for me. I was with him in all this. We have been together for a long time and have not been able to touch each other since August 11, 2007. So this poem caught all my senses in such a small space I love it It's so nice to see that I'm not the only one going through it! My boyfriend's been in prison for almost two years, and he's only 20. I can't
even put into words how lost, lonely and heartbroken I am without him. We used to be together on a daily basis now all I have about it are memories and photos that we shared. It hurts the absolutes the most !!!! Tears right now moving on from it is not an option that I will wait for him until the day the state releases him, and that is the promise, we have a
future ahead of us and I am ready to !!!! This poem and comments from other hits home hard my friend has been in prison for 10 months already and can face up to 12 months I can't wait until he's out I miss him so much it's my other half all my other people really don't know how hard it is to be away from one you love luck to everyone to stay strong that we
all can really make Hello girls! First, it's really reassuring and comforting to see that I'm not the only one going through it. My friend was away for 4 months and was sentenced to 15. So far I have not encountered anything on the internet that has touched me this way. The poem is beautiful and I'm definitely going to send it to him. From reading all your own
accounts and experiences it's clear that we all miss our men terribly, I'm just wondering who has found anything that lifts their partner's spirits at all? My boyfriend is very depressed and recently told me that he feels as if he is losing himself. I'm sick of anxiety and miss but would feel much better if there was something I could do. I Am I to it 3 times a week and
visit it every 2 weeks, which lifts the spirits of your men to girls? Can really do with advice. Stay strong, you are all exceptional women with a big heart. Take care! my boyfriend was in jail for being 7 months old and I'm going crazy without him. He faces five to eight years in prison with serving time he won't get sentenced until June, as his lawyer says. We'll
get married when he gets out of prison, I'll wait for him if that's the last thing I do. I also know that you ladies are going through my fiance in prison for a week and he is innocent, he faces 30 years in prison if he is convicted. I sit in my room alone and depressed and I look at everything we have when I go out I see the places we were or the sidewalks we were
walking and I almost cry. But I'm trying to do everything I can to get him out, I get a lawyer and research, and if he's convicted, I'm going to appeal it right away. If there is anything you can do for someone you love is try to get it, try whatever you can think of. It shows that you are not just sitting and waiting for time. I also started a petition to help get him, he
will show the lawyer and the judge that so many people know him and know that he is innocent. But good luck and stay strong My baby has been away for 3 going 4 years and it's been the hardest thing I've been through in my life. I talk to him more or less every day, but he's still not enough. I see it every 2 weeks for 2 hours and these 2 hours are the best 2
hours ever. The word can't describe how much I miss him. Ladies I never knew that there were a lot of women going through the same thing, but as their girlfriend/missus all we can do is be there for them and ride the offers together. Stay strong girls and baby I love you so much, can not wait for your house xxxx Thank you so much for this poem. My
boyfriend was on the run when I met him and he was completely lost. We've been dating for over a year and I can really say he's my everything. He gave up so we could move on with our lives and progress. It went away for 2 weeks and it was the hardest 2 weeks of my life. couldn't live without each other but always argued when together. He is currently looking at 15 years behind bars, he is awaiting his court case and unfortunately the police have used me throughout leaving me feeling depressed. I miss him so much and I would like to tell him but we are not allowed to contact as soon as I know his location I would use this
poem and send him it. Thank you so much for him helping me through all this My husband is coming out on Monday we are so blessed they are giving him classes and on good behavior. I missed him so much. I can relate a lot to this poem. but I pray that we do not have to play this game No more . Let me start by saying that it feels so good to know that I'm
not the only one hurting. My man will go out in 3 days and I just can't make the time pass fast enough. You really don't know what you have until it disappears. I took everything he did for me for the granite. I believe that when he comes out, we'll be closer than ever. He's my everything. We've been through this all these last three years and I can honestly say
that we were apart was the worst. Prison is a terrible place. For everyone out there waiting for your person, just stay strong, and stay positive. That's all you can do. Thanks for the poem it comforts me and make me feel surrounded and not only do I feel this poem so much. My fiance is in prison and we have another 8 with 1/2 years to go. Its been a long hard
road and he is getting harder every day. I miss him so much and I sometimes don't know what to do. I talk to him all the time over the moon. so girlish I know and he speaks to me as well. I wish you all the best in everything you do, we are strong supporters, and one day we will all not have to dream again and we will be in their hands where we belong. This
poem is perfect, I cried out my eyes while reading this! my man was sent to prison on August 9, 2010 and will not be released until February 2015, I miss him so much, so does our 7 year old son. I will send this poem to him, although I know it will make him cry, we used to look at the moon and star together, it's just perfect for us, thanks, he'll love it. I fell in
love with a great man, and we'll get married as soon as he gets out of prison. When I met him, I knew it was coming and we were trying to prepare for it. I'm in pain and long for him every day. We are all

I write to him about 3 times a week, see him 2 a month and
talk to him every day and just not enough. Only God knows how much I love this man, I can really wait for him to go home. I love this poem so much I go through the same thing so I know how it feels. It's so hard not to be able to be with someone you love and show them how much you love them and missed them. then you have a stupid C.O. telling you
what to do and not touch or kiss each other like this. This poem is so touching. My fiance has been in prison for 5 months and is looking at 2 or 4 years in prison. Our boy is supposed to be in April, and it sucks because he won't be there with me through this. It hurts terribly and I'm glad I got my faith to keep me going. Love poem My BF has been in prison for
about a year and I miss him every day and when I saw this poem he spoke to me and I actually sent it to him and he loved it!! My boyfriend has eight months in prison now and we hope he will be home at the end of February words can't even begin to explain how much I miss him. We have visits that are cherished moments, but at the same time painfully
difficult. So many times thought just be in his hands again. I love you, baby, I'll wait here as long as you need to come back to my house. Well my friend has been locked up for 5 months and now we are looking at 2 years until he can finally get home.... We've been together for a year and a half! I love this poem. words can't explain how much I miss him. I
don't think anything could... All I know is I would wait forever just to hold it in my arms again. I love you Michael forever and forever! It helps to hear these stories. The man and I have been together for almost two years. I love this poem and will definitely share it with my friend. My boyfriend was sentenced 120 days, but the first 17 days didn't even count
because he was just waiting to get transferred. Tomorrow he'll be there for a month. In about 19 days he will go to the treatment center and hopefully can have contact visits. I was only able to visit him once, and I'll be able to see him again in about a week at half. We can talk on the phone every day right now for about 40 minutes. It helps that I am very close
to his family and my parents love him very much. I miss him so much. I cry every day. I know it will make us stronger and we are very excited for our future. We talk about getting married a lot, and I am he's my soul mate. Love you, baby. My boyfriend and I have been dating for 9 months... he will be sentenced to 1/20/10 for 2 years ... he's only 18, and I'm
only 16... I really want to make it work... but I'm really afraid ... I know I'm still very young, but its still hard... I don't want to lose it, I care about it a lot... he spent 15 days in jail back in June... Then he was rescued... it's been so hard and it's getting harder knowing that the days keep going... I really wish I could just quickly advance... my heart breaks every
day... It's so painful... I love him... 4.28.10 is the day we started dating and it will be tattooed on my heart forever... I feel much better knowing that I'm not alone. My friend has been locked up since November and he will hopefully come out in January, but it's not set in stone. I am also six months pregnant with twins and I want him to be here for my children.
Thanks for this poem it really seems to be my life at the moment. My boyfriend was arrested yesterday we were together for three years. I'm as scared as he is. He can get out on bail and on probation, but I really don't know how likely that is. I want my child to come home and I just can't think of anything else then his 24/7. I'm so happy to have found this
poem that helped me a lot!!!! To everyone else who goes through this, I'm sorry, :( This story touched me so much. looking at all the comments here I understand so many people right there with me. I was 15 when my boyfriend was taken and put in jail. I miss you, Matt. 1-13-10 Yesterday my boyfriend went to prison and he will stay there for 3 years and 4
months. We have been in a relationship for 7 long years, always together. The hardest thing for me was our last hug, I just couldn't let it go. I'm so sad... I've never felt this way before. He is my love, my life, my world. I'll wait for him no matter what. It's so sad and hard for both of us... I can't stop crying since yesterday. Thanks for the poem. I'm really going
through this right now. My boyfriend's been in prison for two weeks. I learned in the most horrific way though. My family doesn't want me with him at all. it was a night when I wasn't home and he called my step dad. I think he thought I was going to have a phone, but I didn't. When my step dad answered the phone, he just left a message for him to tell me. he
said: Tell Lynn that I'm in prison, but that I love her with everything in me. He didn't say who it was, but I knew it was him. He didn't call in a week, and I knew something was wrong with him. I recorded this poem and sent it to my father's baby/groom who is in prison right now. I
just found out my boyfriend's going to jail. At least a year and can be there for up to ten years. We're not sure yet. I have a month to spend with him before he left. I found out about it on Friday, so I cried nonstop for three days. When I read this, I smiled a little. It made me feel a little better. So to those who wrote this, thank you. This poem was exactly what I
needed to hear. My boyfriend was in jail a few weeks ago for 5 days, came out and then came back 5 days later. I haven't spoken to him in over a week and have no idea what's going on. He told me the day he felt that he would call me tomorrow, so I pray that the news is good and that he won't be far too long. It's much harder than I thought it would be and it
makes me regret the way we treated each other when he was here. I wish we could re-live time because I know I would appreciate every little moment spent with it. We've been dating for 5 years he's my first friend and the first and only love I love him so much and it makes me so upset to see him go through it. He's 18, and this is his first time. prison he is very scared and it makes me fear
for him. I'll wait for him until he comes out, because I plan to overshadow him and spend my life with him. He's my world, he's in jail crushed me even though it's only 2 days, but I wrote him every day and he called me, so it helps a bit, but what really helps is keeping imagining him going out and starting a better life and family together as we planned this



amazing poem. I'm going through the same thing right now and can't see my boyfriend for another year and a half. I love him with all my heart and I will wait for him to come out. My eyes were ripped throughout the poem. Let it work for the two of you. My husband's in prison. He's been there for 3 years. It comes out in 120 days and we are both very excited!!
