Vishous is arguably the most powerful member of the Black Dagger Brotherhood, but also one of the most tormented. In addition to being a genius, he has the gift of the second view and can hear and manipulate the thoughts of others. It also has a glowing hand that can be extremely dangerous, but serves many
different purposes. Yet for Vishous, these gifts feel more like a curse. He spent his childhood growing up in his father's warrior camp, The Bloodletter, where his life was spent in a daily struggle for survival. Instead of appreciating Vishous's talents, his father despised and feared them, which led Vishous to be tortured,
scarred and banished from the camp shortly after his transition. With the exception of his eventual involvement in the Black Dagger Brotherhood, V has led a solitary existence ever since. Until V met his best friend, Butch, no one fully understood him, not even his brothers. Unfortunately, this led to a host of confused and
unshared feelings for V. On his 303rd birthday, Vishous's chaotic emotions collide head-on with the revelation of his mother's true identity, sending him into a tailspin. Seeking to appease his anger and aggression, V goes behind for a fight with a lesser, and gets his wish. After a protracted but successful battle, a gunshot
rang out the other end of the alley, sending the V world into total darkness. Dr. Jane Whitcomb is a brilliant human surgeon and head of the hospital's trauma unit. She has experienced the deep pain of loss and rejection in her own life, and so puts every ounce of her skill and compassion to do her best for every patient
who comes through her health care. One night, a strange giant of a man is brought with a gunshot wound to the chest. As Jane works feverishly to save his life, he almost codes on his operating table, but his authoritarian voice somehow brings him back to the brink of oblivion. As Vishous wakes up from the operation,
the simple sound of that same voice and his intoxicating scent leave him with the surprising thought that he has found his companion. When the brothers come to rescue him a little later, V can't help but insist that they take Jane with them, leaving her with the shocking realization that she is being kidnapped. Once back
at the Fraternity Manor, it doesn't take long for an intelligent woman like Jane to realize that these guys are not mere humans, but vampires. The scientist in her cannot resist the desire to learn all she can about this other species, while the woman in her is irresistibly attracted to her beautiful patient. Jane has always
been very clear physically, but V appreciate it on a level that no man has ever had before. As they match the spirit and exchange personal stories, the fires of passion burn hotter than either has ever felt before, but both are certain that the happiness they have experienced cannot last long. Jane has a in the human world
that she has worked all her life to reach and that V could never ask her to give up, and V was ordered by the Virgin Scribe to become the Primal of her species to ensure the continuation of their race. Even if these obstacles could be overcome, they both know that a relationship between a human and a vampire is full of
dangers and complications, which can only lead to more heartbreak for both. ReviewI had read and enjoyed the first four volumes of the Black Dagger Brotherhood series, but after seeing many negative notes and reviews for Lover Unbound, I procrastinated on reading. Admittedly, it's predecessor, Lover Revealed, had
probably been my least favorite of the series so far, and somehow I allowed all the low odds to influence me to think that Lover Unbound was the worst book in the series to date. Well, after finally reading it, nothing could be further from the truth in my opinion. Lover Unbound is now in a virtual tie with Lover Awakened for
my favorite book in the series. I readily admit that for heartbreaking romance and passion, Lover Awakened and some of the other previous books are superior, but for its well-balanced history and the advancement of the entire vampire world, Lover Unbound was absolutely spectacular to me. It is true that the romantic
scenes and the establishment of relationships between the two main characters of this novel have been somewhat reduced compared to previous books in the series, and the love scenes are generally shorter and less descriptive as well. Despite this, J.R. Ward managed to create a deep bond between Vishous and Jane
in a very short time that was both intellectual and emotional, and which I found very beautiful. Even with the most abbreviated scenes, they connected with each other and me as a reader in a way that some characters fail to do when the whole novel is theirs. It's a very rare event for a story to move in such a deep and
convincing way, but I found myself not only tearing, but actually crying more than once throughout the book. In the same vein, the occasional sharp and sarcastic humor makes me smile or even laugh, even if it's certainly still a very dark reading. For it to elicit such emotional reactions from me, I know it was very well
written. I loved V and Jane. They are one of the most perfect couples, made for each other that I have ever read in a romance novel. This is probably because I'm a geek married to a geek, but I felt connected with both characters on a very personal level. Vishous, like all his is a wounded and tortured hero, but in a more
extreme way than anyone except Zsadist. Like Z, he was subjected to unacceptable abuse, but at the behalf of his own father, because of the choices his mother made. Add to that his absolute genius and power that, in many ways, are much more like a curse, and he is a truly misunderstood soul. Then Jane came into
her life and understood V in a way that no one else ever had except Butch. Jane is a brilliant woman in her own right who has many wonderful gifts as well. It is physically simple, but connected to V on the intellectual and emotional level he so desired. It was as if she intuitively knew exactly what he needed, as well as
when and why. I completely loved Jane, because she was an incredibly confident and cerebral woman with a deeply compassionate side, which is pretty amazing considering how her family treated her growing up. Although her talents had rightly earned her a position as head of the trauma department, she maintained a
degree of humility by not thinking that he was below her to take care of a patient's more personal needs, such as giving V a sponge bath, and she was always ready with a nice word or a soft touch. In my opinion, these things have made for a wonderful combination, giving jane status as one of the most perfectly rendered
heroines I have ever read. I particularly enjoyed V and Jane's lighter moments of quick-witted jokes, but in whatever capacity they interacted, I found them to be a superbly, ideal couple. While I would have liked even more scenes with V and Jane, the cast of secondary characters was so fabulous, I can hardly complain.
It seems that Ms. Ward is moving towards the beginning of relationship development before these characters become the center of their own book. This is the case of Phury and Cormia, hero and heroine of the next book, Lover Enshrined. Phury was always the controlled gentleman of the Brotherhood, but he was slowly
swallowed up. Despite this, it is not surprising yet made a huge sacrifice for V and the Brotherhood in general. Even though Cormia is first introduced to this story, I have already found her endearingly innocent, while being curious and strong will. It will be interesting to watch it, hopefully, come in its own next book. I also
enjoyed seeing John Matthew grow up and change at more than one moment. He had some really wonderful scenes in this story. There is a temporary bond developing between him and Xhex, as well as a deepening of his friendships with Zsadist, and with Qhuinn and Blaylock. It was really nice to see John start
bonding and build some confidence, even though he still feels like a monster. It was also interesting to learn a little more about the history of the Virgin Scribe and the Elect and their world from each other I must admit that never having much of a taste for the Scribe Virgin in previous books and throughout most of Lover
Unbound, I loved it even less. She always seemed rather selfish to me, but she began to redeem herself by end in my opinion. In addition, all the remaining members of the Brotherhood, most of their shellans and a few other secondary characters from novels from past in the series make an appearance to some extent
giving this story a very large and well rounded cast. I know from all the low notes that there are a lot of things that some readers didn't like about Lover Unbound, but there were very few that bothered me. Although I am not sure of all the specific complaints, I believe the end was one of the most important. However, I
had no real problems with it. Although it was definitely not traditional in any way and I admit may take some time to get used to even for me, it was definitely a happy one. I imagine that when an author is dealing with vampire/human relationships, there are only so many ways to approach the much shorter lifespan of a
human being, and I thought the way Ms. Ward approached him in Lover Unbound was rather creative. I also thought it was pretty ingenious that she dropped subtle clues throughout history as to where he was leading. The only thing that would have improved the ending for me would have been one more romantic scene
between V and Jane. Another thing that wasn't quite to my liking was the BDSM element, which just isn't my cup of tea, but as it didn't permeate the whole story and I understood the why behind the scene that was played more explicitly, I wasn't too bothered by it. One element I particularly appreciated was a
spiritual/philosophical thread on pre-ordination versus free will, running throughout history that culminated with a heavier rumination at the end. I really like the books that make me think and Lover Unbound, in part because of this thread, certainly accomplished this. I also really enjoyed learning more about the vampire
story and the key role that Darius apparently has and will continue to play in it, as well as all the changes that are going on around the world vampire, which seem to lead to something really great in the future. After reading Lover Unbound, I find myself amazed by J.R. Ward's writing skills. He certainly won a spot on my
guard shelf. In my opinion, this book and the Black Dagger Brotherhood series in general is a literary gem. It is obvious to me that Mrs. Ward has an incredible imagination and that a lot of thought and care was required to create each book. Each chapter adds a new piece to the puzzle and myth much larger than the
fertile spirit of J.R. Ward created. Each new book seems to be an even bigger intellectual feast, which leaves me thinking this fantastic kingdom long after the last page has been turned. I can't wait to read the next book, and I can't wait to see where this inventive and fascinating story leads. Lover Unbound is a book #5 in
the Black Dagger Brotherhood series.
