India retained the ICC Test championship for the third consecutive year finishing above New Zealand on the points table in April 2019. India have 116 points, while second-placed New Zealand have 108 points. India won the award for the third time in a row by a million dollars since 2017. A top ranking finish was never in doubt for India, captained by Virat
Kohli, the number one Test batsman in the world, while New Zealand's consistent performances in the past year saw them climb from third position, needing only to avoid losing the home series against Bangladesh last month to finish in the same position. The Kane Williamson-led side, who also had the satisfaction of seeing their captain get the ICC Spirit of
Cricket award for 2018, earned $500,000 after finishing with 108 points, eight behind India. South Africa, who finished second the previous two times, will now get a prize money of $200,000 for finishing third with 105 points, while Australia, who edged out Engalnd at decimal points of 104 points bag $100,000. | am sure this will stand us in good ing place
when the ICC World Test Championship begins later this year. It contains nine of the twelve Test player nations,[4][5] each of them will
play a Test series against six of the other eight teams. Each series consists of between two and five matches, so although all teams will play six series (three at home and three away), they will not play the same number of Tests. Each team will be able to score a maximum of 120 points from each series, and the two teams with the most points at the end of
the league stage will contest the finals. [6] In the event of a draw or a draw in the final, the two teams that play the final will be declared joint champions. [6] Some of the Test series in this championship are part of a longer running series, such as the 2019 Ashes series. [6] Also, some of these nine teams will play additional Test matches during this period,
which is not part of this championship, as part of the ICC Future Tours Program for 2018-23, primarily to provide games to the three Test playing sides not participating in this competition. It also decided that points would not be awarded for series results, but only for match results. These will be divided equally
between all matches in the series, regardless of whether a match is a dead rubber,[13] so that each match counts. [14] In a series of five matches Of the points will be available each match, while 50% of the points will be available each match in a series of two matches. Depending on whether the series is 2, 3, 4, or 5 matches long, the number of points
awarded for a single match victory will therefore be a half, a third, a quarter or a fifth of the maximum number of points from the series. The ICC also decided that a draw should be worth half of a win and that a draw should be worth a third of a win. [15] All this means that after each match, a side could be awarded a half, a third, a quarter, a fifth, one-sixth,
one-eighth, one-tenth, one-tenth, one-tenth or one-fifth of the total number of points available from the series, depending on the result, and how many matches the series happens to consist of. In the end, this means a number of the total number of points available from the series must be picked very carefully, since not many numbers give all integers when
divided into all these different fractions (360 do). Each team plays a different set of opponents,
and so can be considered to have an easier or harder schedule. For example, New Zealand does not play England and South Africa, two of the highest ranked teams, while Australia does not play Sri Lanka and the West Indies, two of the lowest ranked teams. Also, while there is a balance with all teams playing three series on home soil and three series
away, this is not the case with individual matches. For example, India play ten Tests at home and eight away, while the West Indies play just six at home and eight away. Four of the highest-ranked nations (India, England, Australia and South Africa) all play each other in some of the longest series of the championship, and the teams these four nations play
are not generally lower ranked nations. In March 2020, the second Test match between Pakistan and Bangladesh was postponed due to the pandemic. [24] Later that month, the two-match series between Sri Lanka and England was also postponed. month saw Australia's tour of Bangladesh and the West Indies tour of England being postponed. [26] [27] In June 2020, the two-match series between Bangladesh and New Zealand and the three-match series between Sri Lanka and Bangladesh were both postponed. [28] [29] South Africa's tour of the West Indies was postponed after matches clashed with
the West Indies rescheduled tour of England. [30] On July 30, 2020, the ICC announced that both the 2020 and 2021 editions of the ICC Men's T20 World Cup had each been postponed by one year due to the pandemic. On 1July 2020, the ICC confirmed that their attention had shifted to matches in the World Test Championship, with their priority on
